RN To BSN Track:

· In order to submit an application for consideration the following must be completed:
· For First-Time Degree Seeking Students:  Completion of 25 hours of required general education courses at an accredited college or university, which must include completion of Anatomy & Physiology I and II w/lab, Chemistry w/lab, Statistics, and Developmental Psychology.  
· For Second Degree Seeking Students:  Completion of Anatomy & Physiology I and II w/lab, Chemistry w/lab, Statistics, and Developmental Psychology.  Second Degree Seeking Students are defined as follows:  Awarded an Associate of Science, Associate of Arts or a Bachelor Degree.
· All required general education courses must be completed with a minimum of a ‘C’ or above.  
· If a second degree seeking student, proof of degree must be submitted with application.
· Submit completed application and transcripts with administrative processing fee of $85.00.
· Applications are accepted on an on-going basis.

General Education Course Requirements:
The first one and one half (1.5) years of general education courses must be taken at an institution accredited by an accrediting agency recognized by the Secretary of Education of the US Department of Education.  Courses will be evaluated and will be accepted only on evidence that the course content and instruction meets the requirements for baccalaureate programs required by ACICS.  The credits must be earned while the applicant was enrolled in a four year program leading to a baccalaureate degree or in a two-year program designed by the sending institution as a transfer program designed to be carried to a four-year program.  The College follows the numbering convention as used by the local community colleges.

RN to BSN -  May, August, and January Program Start Date: 
A. In order to be considered for full acceptance, applicants must have the following submitted:
For the May Program Start Date:  Deadline is May 15th:
For the August Program Start Date:  Deadline is August 15th:
1. Submit RN licensure documentation for the Commonwealth of Virginia.
2. Obtain a satisfactory score on Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), if applicable.
3. Submit all official transcripts from all accredited colleges or universities attended.
4. For May 2012 Program Start Date Only:  Proof of enrollment in Anatomy & Physiology I and II w/lab, Chemistry w/lab, Statistics, and Developmental Psychology may be accepted with application for the Spring 2012 semester and courses must be successfully completed by the end of the semester.
B. Admission Decisions:
In order to be accepted for full admission to the BSN Program, applicants must have successfully completed the following general education courses: Anatomy & Physiology I and II w/lab, Chemistry w/lab, Statistics, and Developmental Psychology.  After full admission to the Program, the remaining general education courses must be completed with a “C” or better.  
All admission decisions will be postmarked by: 
· May 15th for the May Program Start Date.
· August 15th for the August Program Start Date.
· December 15th for the January Program Start Date.
